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Nomination Instructions For

Richard S. Alberg
Distinguished Science and Technology Professional Award
General Information
The Minnesota Federation of Engineering, Science and Technology Societies (MFESTS) annually presents an award to an individual chosen from a list of nominees submitted by the MFESTS member societies.  The Award is typically presented at an Awards Banquet that is held during the annual National Engineers Week.  Each society may nominate more than one candidate.   

Requirements
1. At time of nomination, nominee must have a minimum of 25-years of professional service/contributions since graduating with a Bachelors Degree.

2. Individual must have at least one technical degree in a science or technology-related field.  Qualifying degrees must be equivalent to or exceed the requirements of a Bachelors Degree.
3. Individual must be technically outstanding in his/her professional field; plus, the nominee should exhibit significant contribution to society through efforts in other areas such as civic, education, patents, papers, etc.
4. Individual must be nominated by his or her respective professional society.  Nominations will be accepted from MFESTS member societies in good standing.
5. Individual must have a significant documented technical achievement.

Exhibits Required

A cover letter is not required for submission of nominee’s information.

1. Complete Personal Information Requirements.

2. Citation - Statement as to specific contribution or achievements, limit of 1000 characters.
3. Include information in these categories:

a. Technical Achievements in fields of education, technology, and science. **

b. Contributions to the profession through personal efforts, public acts, or technical society contributions. **

c. Civic and/or Community Affairs.  Non-engineering activities that enhance the image of engineers in our society. **

d. Other (e.g. publications, patents, etc.). **

4. One letter of recommendation may be included.
5. Photo (head shot), digital image (JPG) is preferred, approx 4” h x 3” w, resolution of ~300 dpi.

6. Name of the local newspaper (i.e. Lillie News – East Side Review) in the area where the nominee lives.
** Each of the categories in Item 3 should be limited to one single sided page.
